February Meeting 
 
Thanks to Ted and Bruce for their update on the rebates, and the details on how to determine 
which you qualify for.  Hertz is usually selling hundreds of vehicles in Des Plaines, so it’s good 
to work with those people if they are selling something you are looking for.  I will also 
generally observe that large rental operators often distort the used car market.  They buy and 
sell vehicles in large batches.  Obviously buying many vehicles from a manufacturer isn’t an 
issue for car prices, although you could argue it props up the new car prices as dealers aren’t

stuck with models they can’t sell.  The impact comes about a year later, when they sell off a 
substantial portion of their fleet all at once, flooding the used car market for that specific 
model.  That lowers prices for that model by a noticeable amount, not just for the vehicles 
coming out of the rental fleet, but for all of the vehicles.  I believe that the newer Bolts are 
being impacted by this currently, making them a good value purchase.   
 
Hopefully everyone found my overview of the costs to run a heat pump through the winter 
interesting.  Now that we are in the nicer weather, it’s far cheaper to keep the house warm.  I 
suppose one thing I am considering in retrospect is if running a lower temp at night makes 
sense or not.  The reason I am considering that is you are letting the house cool down during 
a relatively warm time of the evening, and then trying to heat it back up during the coldest part 
of the day.  I am not sure if the savings from overnight heat loss actually makes up for the 
recovery period the next morning, working against the higher differential temperature.
